90-Second Devotional Summary:​
 "Judas traded Jesus for thirty pieces of silver—a cheap price for the Son of 
God. But before we judge him, let’s ask: Have we ever chosen something over 
Jesus? Comfort, approval, success? Betrayal doesn’t always look like a kiss in 
the garden; sometimes, it looks like a silent compromise." 

Reflection Questions: 

1.​ Have I ever chosen convenience over faithfulness to Jesus? 
2.​ What area of my life is most vulnerable to compromise? 
3.​ How does Jesus’ patience with Judas challenge how I respond to 

people who have hurt me? 
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
