
DISCUSSION QUESTIONS
1. Where am I quietly building my own “empire”?
In what relationships, habits, or decisions am I trying to secure
control, comfort, or advantage rather than submitting to Christ?

2. How have I used emotional power to protect myself or get
my way?
Consider withdrawal, anger, manipulation, silence, financial
leverage, or withholding forgiveness. What does repentance look
like in that space?

3. Which story of power do I actually trust?
Do I functionally live like Caesar’s narrative is true (strength,
visibility, dominance, winning), or Jesus’ narrative (smallness,
surrender, manger, cross)?

4. What in my life feels “too small to matter,” yet God may
want to use?
Where have I dismissed places, people, gifts, or moments
because they don’t feel impressive, strategic, or powerful?

5. What is one place I need to release control this week and
make room for Jesus?
Name it specifically. Pray: “Lord, I surrender the outcome. Build
Your kingdom here, not mine.”
